Technical Assistance and Training: Individualized TA and training on domestic violence policy, practice and research for individuals and organizations seeking information on domestic violence and related issues. 
Specialized Resource Materials: Fact sheets, resource packets, applied research papers, annotated resource lists, curricula, training materials, and policy briefs to support domestic violence intervention and prevention efforts at the individual, community and societal levels. 
NCJFCJ
